Gonnect the charging case to the charging input port of the boat battery
and then connect the USB output ports. The green indicator light flashes
when charging and the green indicator light will keep bright fully charged.
During the charging, battery should not be placed in the hull when charging
and must be cooled before charging.

Replace the steering gear with powered on, please noted the propeller turns unexpectedly.
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Safety Precautions

2) Make sure the connection is solid between battery and motor etc. The ongoing vibration may
cause bad connection of power terminal.

3) Improper operation may cause damage to the hull or damage to the turbojet tail rudder.

4) It is forhidden to sail in the water where people are useful and sail away from salt water and
sundry water.

5) The battery must be take out after playing to keep the cabin dry and clean.
